LOS PRONOMBRES DE SUJETO: SUBJECT PRONOUNS

Spanish uses different subject pronouns in order to reference who is doing the main action in a sentence (the subject). English also uses subject pronouns:

	Singular
	Plural

	I
	We

	You
	Y’all/ You guys

	He, She, it
	They


While English also uses subject pronouns, there are a few important differences between Spanish and English:
1) There are two different ways to say “you” in Spanish. One is the “formal you” and one is the “informal you”. The “formal you”, Usted, is used as a form of respect when you address people with a specific title (Mr, Mrs, Dr. or Professor) or people to whom you would say sir or ma’am. The “informal you”, tú, is used when talking to one’s friends or family members.
2) The plural form of “tú” (vosotros, which means “you all”) is rarely used in Latin America. It is used in Spain. The form “Ustedes” is used for both the formal and informal plural form of “you”.

*NOTE: There are two ways to refer to more than one person in Spanish: 

Uds, or ellos, or ella
The difference is that: 
“Ellos” means they and is used when you are talking about a group of people and not directly to them. 
Uds” means you all and is used when you are directly speaking to a group of people.
