WHAT BELONGS TO WHOM

In Spanish, there are two ways to describe possession (what belongs to whom):

Forma #1: To say something belongs to someone specific (ie. Named) you use the long form. You CANNOT say “Alfredo’s primo” when you want to say “Alfredo’s cousin”.  Apostrophes do not exist in Spanish!! You have to say- “The cousin of Alfredo”- El primo de Alfredo

Ejemplo: John’s brother.                El hermano de Juan.

              Sra. Sommer’s car.          El coche de Sra. Sommer

Forma #2: Using possessive adjectives: 

In Spanish, the words for my, his, her, ours, their, etc. (these words are possessive adjectives) MUST agree with what they are describing! IF the thing being described is plural, you add an “s” to the singular possessive adjective. 

Again, you don’t look at how many people “own” something when you decide to use a singular or plural possessive adjective. You look at how many things are being “owned” to decide which possessive adjective to use. 

Ejemplo:
Mis primos= My cousins       Cousins is plural, so the possesive adjective is plural.
Mi primo=   My cousin         Cousin is singular, so the possessive adjective is singular.
