
Desert Trip 2016
Emergency Procedures and Protocols
Student rules and expectations

· Students must travel in groups of no less than 3 when on day hikes.  
· Students must have an adult with to go beyond clearly outlined camp boundaries.
· Absolutely no night time rock climbing or bouldering.
· Students need to respect park rules and keep sound levels low beyond 10pm.
· Students must sign out every time they leave camp for any activity.

· No drugs, alcohol or Tobacco may be consumed or brought on the Desert Trip and associated activities.

Emergency response

Students should be transported immediately to the closest medical facilities upon serious injury.  There are medical facilities within 20-60 minutes of Joshua Tree.  Student medical forms will be stored in the emergency vehicle at all times.  Any Carmel Unified School District staff can transport and administer a student into the hospital.

Brian Granbery, Joe Mello and Jason Maas-Baldwin will act as primary certified emergency staff Other DT staff agrees to notify them of all injuries/incidents.  Student medical forms have the parent’s consent to treat the child as well as all current health insurance information.  It is necessary to have the student’s medical form when you bring them to an emergency medical facility. If any problems arise, contact the parents directly.  

Any student who loses consciousness due to fainting or other extreme situation must report to a certified emergency staff for close monitoring.  Any minor injuries including sprains and strains, lacerations or environmental injuries (i.e, cactus, spiders or scorpion bites or stings) must be reported to camp staff.

Day time procedures

Students must sign in and out for all day activities, including short walks and day hikes with staff.  Students sign out using the clothespin system with each rope indicating the general route, destination and return time.  A minimum of one staff adult must accompany students on day hikes away from base camp. Staff student ratios should not exceed 10 to 1.
Behavior, Drugs, Tobacco and Alcohol

Any behavior problems or students caught with drugs, tobacco or alcohol should be reported immediately to Brian, Joe or Jason.

Night time procedures

One staff member will be designated each night for nighttime safety support and supervision of the students.  This Staff member will attach a glow stick to their tent to identify them as the nighttime emergency contact.  Any serious incidents should be reported to Brian, Joe or Jason at any hour. Students should be in their sleeping areas after the night staff has gone to bed.  ALL STUDENTS should be in the sleeping area when staff retire for the evening.
Student-Staff Confidentiality  

As fingerprinted staff on the CHS Desert Trip all staff members are mandated reporters of child abuse and sexual assault.
