CHAPTER 11 ONE-PAGER

Testing Vocabulary:

· Validity: A property exhibited by a test that measures what it purports to measure (face, content, criterion)

· Reliability: A property exhibited by a test that yields the same results over time (test-retest, split-half)

· Objective Tests: one specific correct answer (multiple choice tests)
· Subjective Tests: no specific answer – score/analysis determined by scorer (essay test)
· Standardization: defining meaningful scores by comparison with the performance of a pretested “standardization group”
· Normal Curve: the symmetrical bell-shaped curve that describes the distribution of many physical and psychological attributes (most scores fall near the average, and fewer and fewer scores lie near the extremes)
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Important People: 
· Alfred Binet & Theodore Simon – created first intelligence test for French school children

· Lewis Terman – Stanford Professor who adapted French test and created Stanford Binet Intelligence Test
· David Wechsler - devised a different intelligence test to measure “real world” intelligence.

	Charles Spearman
	g Factor –A general ability, proposed by Spearman as the main factor underlying all intelligent mental activity

	Raymond Cattell
	Crystallized intelligence (memory) – The knowledge a person has acquired, plus the ability to access that knowledge 

Fluid intelligence (problem solve) – The ability to see complex relationships and solve problems 

	Robert Sternberg
	Triarchic Theory: Practical (street smarts), Analytical (book smarts), and Creative (see new relationships among concepts; involves insight and creativity)

	Howard Gardner
	Multiple Intelligences: Linguistic, Logical-Mathematical, Spatial, Musical, Bodily-Kinesthetic, Interpersonal, Intrapersonal (Spiritual, Naturalistic, Existential)


Heritability – 
Amount of trait variation within a group, raised under the same conditions, that can be attributed to genetic differences

Jensen – argued that IQ differences between blacks and whites were due to genetics

Scarr & Weinberg – proved that the IQ differences were due to environment
